Warranty: Standard warranty, shown below.
CLOSEOUT SUBMITTALS
Operation and Maintenance Data: Installation and maintenance manual for storage tanks.
COORDINATION
Coordinate sizes and locations of any necessary bases with actual equipment provided.
WARRANTY
Manufacturer’s Warranty: Manufacturer agrees to repair or replace components of storage tanks that fail in materials or workmanship within specified warranty period.
Failures include, but are not limited to, the following:
Structural failures.
Deterioration of metals, metal finishes, and other materials beyond normal use.
Warranty Periods: Limited warranty runs from date of installation (or without proof of installation, from three (3) months after the date of manufacture).
Tank Failure:  5 years.

Source Limitations: Obtain storage tanks from single source from single manufacturer.

Tank Interior:  316L stainless steel construction.
Insulation:  Non-CFC foam R-16 insulation covering the sides and top of the tank.
Jacket:  UV stable thermoplastic jacket.
Outdoor Placement:  Jacket design to all for placement outdoors without the need for additional kits or jacket items.
Water Connections:  2” NPT side water connections.
T&P Relief Valve Opening:  1” NPT tapping on side of tank.
Drain Valve:  Low restrictive brass drain valve with tamper-proof design place in the front of the tank for ease of servicing.

EXECUTION
DOMESTIC-WATER HEATER INSTALLATION
Install tanks level and plumb, in accordance with layout drawings, original design, and referenced standards. Maintain manufacturer's recommended clearances. Arrange units so devices needing service are accessible.
Assemble and install any additional or optional trim.
Fill tanks with water.
PIPING CONNECTIONS
Comply with requirements for domestic-water piping specified in Section 221116 "Domestic Water Piping."
Drawings indicate general arrangement of piping, fittings, and specialties.
Where installing piping adjacent to fuel-fired, domestic-water heaters, allow space for service and maintenance of water heaters. Arrange piping for easy removal of domestic-water heaters.
IDENTIFICATION
Identify system components. Comply with requirements for identification specified in Section 220553 "Identification for Plumbing Piping and Equipment."
FIELD QUALITY CONTROL
Perform tests and inspections in accordance with manufacturer’s written instructions.
Tests and Inspections:
Leak Test: After installation, charge system and test for leaks. Repair leaks and retest until no leaks exist.
Test safety devices. Replace damaged and malfunctioning devices.
Tanks will be considered defective if they do not pass tests and inspections.
